of Paolo Giovio (Venice, 1548). Among the remainder are a number of Greek and Latin liturgical
works published between 1526 and 1595, and two books by Sir J. Skene: The lawes and actes of
Parliament ... (Edinburgh, 1597), and De verborum significatione ... 2nd edition (Edinburgh, 1599).
Among items from the seventeenth century may be mentioned The dialogue in English betweene a
doctor of divinitie and a student in the laws of England . . . (London, 1607); Sir A. Fitzherbert's
L'Office et auctoritie de iustices de peace . . . (London, 1617); Seldon's The historie of tithes. . .
(1618); and An abridgement of the Lord Cokes commentary on Littleton . . . (London, 1651).

A keen eisteddfodwr, he was well known for his frequent successes at the National Eisteddfod, and his
private library contained much of the source material for hisliterary contributionsto Welsh periodical
literature.

Rev Seymour Rees was obviously a keen book collector and consequently he acquired many titles
which are now rare and which the National Library was very pleased to add to its collections (Dept of
Printed Books).
